US DOE - Biomass Office ($5 million for FY04 and projected
$5-8 million for FY05)

projects-pulp and paper sector)
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USDA SBIR Program

Targeted to small businesses, less than 500
employees

Two phase approach

Phase 1 Grants for 8 months and $80,000
Phase 2 Grants for 2 years and $325,000

Only Phase 1 recipients are eligible for Phase 2
No funding gap between Phases

Phase 1 closing date is August 31, 2004

University involvement strongly encouraged
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US DOE SBIR Program

m Phase 1 Grants for 9 months and $100,000
s Phase 2 Grants for 2 years and $750,000

m DOE funds approximately 220 Phase 1 and 100
Phase 2 projects each year

m Success ratio: 20% for Phase 1, 45% for Phase 2

m [ypically a 6-9 month gap between Phases
m Next Phase 1 closing date early 2005.
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NIST ATP

s Multi-year funding to single companies and
industry led joint ventures

m Funds high-risk technology development projects
with opportunities for significant commercial
payoffs and widespread benefits to the nation

s Funding of up to $2,000,000 for three years to
single companies. No dollar limit for consortia

m Solicitations for FY 2004 are closed, FY 2005
funding is doubtful due to federal budget cuts
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US DOE Office of Science

m Applications may be submitted at any time
= Approximately $400 million available in FY 2004

m Supports fundamental research in the natural
sciences and engineering leading to new and
Improved energy technologies

m Supports research to understand and mitigate
environmental impacts of energy technologies

m [he emphasis is on achieving renewable
resources for fuels, chemicals and other energy
enriched products
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US DOE Inventions & Innovation

m Seeks application for energy saving technologies
= Approximately $1,600,000 available in FY 2004

m [hree category approach
~ Category 1: $50,000
~ Category 2: $250,00
~ Category 3: $500,000 (only one award per year)

m FY 2004 applications due June 21, 2004, FY 2005
will be similarly timed
